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We run a developmental playgroup twice a month (due to restrictions with room availability) where we focus on social skills, gross and fine motor development, sensory processing and communication skills.  We have a specially adapted playground where suspended equipment can be used in a sensory integration type intervention.





Referral to our service is currently undergoing significant change.  A new Early Childhood Intervention hotline (1300 35 36 14) is about to be introduced so that anyone can call this number and make a referral.  Families will be contacted and following an initial screening for eligibility, the families will be offered a choice of services available in their region.  Waiting list periods and services offered will be discussed.  The aim of the central referral process is to make entry into the ECI system more streamlined and less traumatic form families.   A partnership between families and our service is developed in order to meet the specialised needs of the families and their child.

Content Providers

Campaspe Early Childhood Intervention Service (CECIS) is a DHS funded Early Childhood Intervention service that provides therapy services to children aged 0 –6 with a developmental delay or disability.  Kyabram and District Health Services (KDHS) picked up the contract to provide the service throughout the Shire of Campaspe.





The CECIS team consists of a Coordinator (myself – Kelly Powell), 2 part time Occupational Therapists (myself and Rachel Manderson), a Speech Pathologist (Brooke Spencer) and a casual Physiotherapist (Mandy McGrath).  We also access an Educational Adviser through Specialist Children’s’ Services, a parenting worker, social worker and Dietician through KDHS.





In order to be eligible for our service, children must have a developmental delay or disability and their needs are unable to be met by universal services (i.e. hospitals, MCHN, Kindergarten’s, Child Care centres).  We see children who have a range of disabilities including: Autism, Aspergers Syndrome, ADHD, Developmental Delay, Cerebral Palsy, learning difficulties and other syndromes.





Children are offered an assessment, treatment sessions and program planning from one or several of the team.  An annual Family Service and Support Plan is developed to establish families’ needs and goals.  Goals are updated regularly as required. We have a clinic, which is located behind the Kyabram Hospital, but we also do home visits, Kindergarten and Childcare visits.
