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The Independent Liiving Centre





The Independent Living Centre is a service of Yooralla that provides information, advice and trial of independence equipment to enhance the quality of life for people with disabilities or age related difficulties. The ILC does not sell any equipment.





The ILC is staffed by Occupational Therapists and Physiotherapists.


There are two ILC equipment displays in the east (Blackburn) and west (Brooklyn) of Melbourne. There are two phone enquiry lines staffed by therapists with specialist equipment knowledge based at Brooklyn (03) 9362 6111





The service to view the equipment is free and is available at both centres. Clients need to ring and book a time to view the Blackburn centre, but can drop in at Brooklyn during the opening hours.


The centres are linked via a live web cam that allows clients to view equipment via a large screen that is on display at the Brooklyn site.





Appointments for complex equipment can be arranged and a fee is charged. Non assist appointments are also available free of charge for a treating therapist to come in with their client.


We have about 4000 equipment items on a data base that can be viewed on our website at deis.vic.gov.au. Information on the item, a picture and supplier details with approximate costs can be viewed.


Recently a national website was set up that joined all the ILC’s Australia-wide at �  � PRIVATE HREF="http://www.ilcaustralia.org/"� MACROBUTTON HtmlResAnchor www.ilcaustralia.org�  this means consumers can view the equipment available interstate also.





Equipment Library


This service is based at the Brooklyn site.


The Equipment Library is a short term trial service, primarily offering children’s equipment. Equipment is loaned for one month which can be extended to a second month if the equipment is not reserved. Children’s seating, wheelchairs, standing frames and bathing and toileting are some of the items available for loan.
