In assisting to get the local community more active Sport Focus conducts ParticipACTION Day each year. The free family event at Lake Weeroona is a great opportunity for the community to learn more about local sport and recreation opportunities and to try the wide range of different activities available.

We also produce a free Sport and Recreation Directory which provides details for a wide array of opportunities to become more physically active.
